State Constitutional Amendment: Makes illegal the use of Public Employee Wage Deductions for Political Activities.
     The California State Legislature, substantially because of undue influence by Public Employee Unions, has adopted State budgets that have left our State Billions of dollars in the Red. The Public Employee Unions, a special interest group, has caused or promoted:
· The establishment of unsustainable Public Employee pension plans.

· Created the highest compensated public employee group in the United States.
· An increase in taxes and the elimination of the tax protection in Proposition 13.

· Prevented fiscal responsibility in our prison system.

    Much of the power of the Public Employee Unions is gained through the use of Public Employee wage deductions. Many Public Employees do not agree with the political activities of the Unions, but have chosen not to “Opt Out”, because of pressure or feared retribution by these same union groups.

     Therefore, the Yuba County Republican Party believes that Wage Deductions from Public Employees should not be used for Political Activities and will support the Initiative Drive to make these deductions illegal.
