RESOLUTION OPPOSING GOVERNOR BROWN’S TAX INCREASES

The California State budget currently has a 25 Billion dollar shortfall between expected revenues and expenditures.  This budget short fall is expected to continue into future years. The newly elected Democratic Governor Jerry Brown has proposed various solutions. His proposed budget contains 12.5 billion in “spending cuts” and shifting of funds; it also contains14 billion in extension of temporary taxes that were due to expire on July 1, 2011 and other additional taxes. In examination of the Governor’s Tax proposals the following were considered:

· From budget year 2000-01 to budget year 2010-11 California State Expenditures (General, Special and Bond Funds) have increased by 39,641.1 million, (a 41% increase.  This rate will insure a doubling of the State budget every 25 years.

· The Governor has proposed shifting responsibility of many Public Safety Programs to Local Government and paying for these services with his 14 billion in new taxes, but the new taxes would expire in just five years. Local Government would then be faced with an extensive budget shortfall when the taxes expire.

· The Governors 12.5 billion in “spending Cuts’ have left many state funded functions untouched and without any reductions. Just small samples of these untouched areas are: The Department of Corrections and Rehabilitation, the 100 plus Advisory Commissions and Pension Reform. 


The Yuba County Republican Party believes in limited Government that is managed in a prudent fiscal manner. We also believe that the California Government has not met up to these expectations and has overspent in a reckless manner bringing our state into fiscal ruin. We further believe that any new or continued “temporary” taxes would be detrimental to California’s economy. But most importantly, we believe the Governor has not responsibly examined California expenditures for further reduction. 

Therefore, the Yuba County Republican Party opposes Governor Brown’s proposal for 14 billion in new taxes and supports balancing of the budget with additional spending reductions.
